Nursery


Professional childcare is provided in the nursery.  Parents are welcome to stay in the nursery, or attend the service.


Pre-school & Kindergarten


Celebrating Me and My World explores the wondrous qualities of children and the animals, objects, and people around them and provides experiences and opportunities to become more trusting and caring and to develop their self-identity and sense of connectedness with all of life.





1-2 Grades


Wonderful Welcome engages and challenges leaders and children alike to explore how and why we are willing to welcome others into our lives. We welcome not only strangers, but family, our peers, our neighbors and even entities that are not people such as our animal friends and nature itself.


3-4 Grades


A Stepping Stone Year focuses on birth, death, creation, evolution, famous Unitarian Universalists, and UU values.  There are a variety of activities and topics to engage and challenge the active minds and bodies of this age group.





5-6 Grades


Windows and Mirrors is a curriculum of self-identification of experiences and acceptance of other views, while teaching caring, respect and understanding.  The activities are hands on, there is a social action component and strong messages about accepting beliefs different than your own.


Middle School


Our Whole Lives, our highly regarded and comprehensive human sexuality program, is offered in the fall.  In the winter and spring the middle school group will continue to meet jointly with First Parish in Needham to explore Coming of Age, a mentoring program of self discovery and faith definition.


High School


Our Youth Group meets two Sunday afternoons a month with our Youth Advisors.   Activities include social action and community service projects, outings and camping trips, overnights and social gatherings with other local youth groups.  Teens are also invited to participate in a covenant group that meets the 2nd Sunday of the month during Sunday morning services in the Conference Room.





A typical Sunday morning service begins at 10:30 with adults, children and youth gathered together for worship in the sanctuary on the main floor. 


During the first 15 minutes we join together for a musical prelude, call to worship, singing hymns, the lighting of the chalice, a greeting of neighbors, announcements and a reading or story for all ages.  The children are then invited to attend their age appropriate Religious Education groups, which are located downstairs on the lower level of the building.


Once the children leave the sanctuary they go to their classrooms where they participate in faith exploration and activities with peers and caring adults.
